1 Conventional Travel Trailer

SIZE: 12-35 feet
COSTS: $8,000 - $95,000
SLEEPS: Up to 10

COSTS: $10,300 - $170,000
SLEEPS: Up to 8

PERFECT FOR: An active family who wants to 
take ATVs and other toys on the road

6Truck Camper
FEATURES: Sleeping space, kitchenette, and bathroom 
attaches right in a truck bed—which means no hitch towing and 
easier maneuvering (especially on backroads and off-road).

SIZE: 8-20 feet
COSTS: $6,000 - $55,000
SLEEPS: Up to 6

PERFECT FOR: Truck owners who want to travel 
light, or maybe tow a boat with their hitch!

7 Type A Motorhome

SIZE: 21-40 feet
COSTS: $60,000 - $500,000
SLEEPS: Up to 6

PERFECT FOR: Travelers looking for a more 
home-away-from-home experience

FEATURES: Home-like amenities including kitchens, 
bathrooms, and entertainment space. Spacious and well-equipped. 
Even the smaller, basic models are roomy.

8Type B Motorhome

a camper van! Bed, kitchen, bath + storage in one compact van.

SIZE: 16-22 feet
COSTS: $70,000 - $140,000
SLEEPS: Up to 4

FEATURES: Ample living space built on an automotive frame, 
including an over-the-cab area that can be used for sleeping.

2Folding Camping Trailer
