The Dutch capital with its
old buildings, canals and
cobblestone streets is as
cute as a snow globe in
winter. Most visitors go to
the Rijksmuseum to see
the works of Van Gogh and
Rembrandt, but starting in
early November, the Mu-
seumplein in front of the Ri-
jksmuseum transforms into
a wintry spectacle called
Ice Amsterdam, complete
with an outdoor rink decked
in  whimsical decorations.
Rivaling the Museumplein,
Amsterdam’s famous Rem-
brandtplein  square  be-
comes livelier when the
ice-skating rink opens in
mid-November, though
many also come for the
mulled wine. Serious skat-
ers should visit Jaap Eden
ice rink, which has a
dedicated 400-meter
track. And if you’re
lucky, there’s the
chance of skating
on the canals when
they freeze over!

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From Christmas caroling to
the opera, and cozy bistros
to grand avenues dappled
with rain, there’s much to
love about Paris during the
festive season. In Novem-
ber, skating rinks start pop-
ping up around the city. The
1,200-square-meter rink at
Jardin des Tuileries, with
views of the Eiffel Tower
and Ferris wheel, is full of
out-of-this-world  decora-
tions (think life-sized gin-
gerbread houses!). Break for
a snack at the Christmas
Market, perhaps raclette or
macarons. Or skate back in
time at the large open-air
rink outside Hotel de Ville,
an impressive neo-Renais-
sance facade from the 16th
century, by the River Seine.
For the classic Parisian
experience, you’ll have
to wait until Decem-
ber to skate in the
impressive  Eiffel
Tower rink 57 me-
ters above ground.

The “city of music” is also
known for its long tradi-
tion of open-air ice skating,
which typically begins in
October. It’s home to two of
the oldest outdoor ice-skat-
ing rinks in the world: the
Kunsteisbahn  Engelmann
and Wiener Eislaufverein.
Opened in 1909, the former
is spread over the roof of
a building where skaters
have a bird’s-eye view of
the city. Also impressive is
the 6,000-square-meter rink
in Wiener Eislaufverein, a
sports club founded in 1867.
Framed by the Concert Hall
and the Intercontinental
Hotel, there’s ample space
to practice figure eights.
One of the newest rinks,
Eisring Sud, which started
operation in a multifunc-
tional sports facility in
2022, has an ice disco
every Sunday. In the
new year, Wiener Ei-
straum is organized,
comprising four
large rinks in front
of the Vienna City
Hall.
